Training and Education there, a school to bring in students for training to be the unlicensed crews for the
merclhant fleet. About 200 students a year undergo training to be an Able Bodied Seaman, where most start
work in thefleet by goingd sea for four months. In addition to the basic school, which is free, there are
returning students from the fleet for follawa training to assist them in promotions. The center has a hotel,
dining facilities, pool, recreation facilities, libraries andalang schools as well as firefighting, damage control, engineering,

small boat and deck training, including simulators for driving the large ships at sea. The training students undergdike much

Studentsd ages
the older students now seeking a second career after retirement. Many classes earn college credit and all are accredited.

day of sea time in the last six months priothte date the class starts, a copy of thaiam (front and back), a copy of the
identification page of their union book, plus any other cospseeific requirements. If the course mandates a U.S. Coast Guard

test to acquire the endorsement, then theagry must meet all Coast Guard requirements prior to taking the class. Some courses
have other specific requirements which are printed in bold.
